Supt. Taylor made the recommendation based on the provided custodial needs review to hire Craig Lancaster as a part-time custodian.  The Board reminded Supt. Taylor that the process they desired from this point on will be to make a recommendation to open the position by advertising the position first. grade	teacher	at	a	salary	of	$28,000,	seconded	by	Andrea	Miller.		All	voted	in	favor.	
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	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Scott Westlund at 7:00 pm with members Lynda Labatte, Ryan Young, and Keith Nordlund present.  Also present were Supt. Taylor, Tracie Smith, Bruce Stuart, Angie Stuart, and Janessa Parenteau.  At 7:01 pm member Andrea Miller entered the meeting.

	After a review of the agenda Keith Nordlund moved to approve the agenda as it was written, seconded by Ryan Young.  All voted in favor.

	Ryan Young moved to dispense with the reading and approve the minutes for the May 10th Special Board Meeting minutes and the May 10th Regular Board Meeting minutes, seconded by Keith Nordlund.  All voted in favor.

	Andrea Miller moved to dispense with the reading and approve the minutes for the June 8th Special Board meeting, seconded by Lynda Labatte.  All voted in favor.

	There was no one who signed up for public comment.

OLD BUSINESS:

	Supt. Taylor informed the Board that the District was still waiting on the appraisal numbers for the Urdahl house.  The Urdahl family had not received the appraisal and would let the school know as soon as it was in.  Current estimates place the property between $150,000 and $180,000.  

	Supt. Taylor made the recommendation to replace the current clocks and bells that are not working.  The Visiplex proposal was presented to Board.  After some discussion Andrea Miller moved to purchase new Clocks/Bells from Visiplex, Inc., seconded by Ryan Young.  All voted in favor.

	Supt. Taylor made the recommendation and explained the need for increasing the number of summer helpers by three.  He explained that these workers would be on an as needed basis on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday only.  If there was not work for them they would be sent home.  The Board reminded Supt. Taylor that at an earlier Board meeting they had already approved the summer help and that he should plan earlier and get the request in at one time for all summer help.    Supt. Taylor was reminded that he should keep the summer help busy at all times.  Keith Nordlund made the recommendation to hire Tawnee Robertson, Nick Strandlund, and Morgan Holte as temporary summer student workers, seconded by Ryan Young.  Scott Westluand, Ryan Young, Andrea Miller and Keith Nordlund voted in favor, Lynda Labatte voted against.  Motion passed.

	Supt. Taylor informed the Board that the company, pursuant to the end of the contracted terms, has taken the Case IH tractor back.  The District now needs to figure out what to do for snow removal.  Supt. Taylor offered three possibilities:  1.  Purchase time from the town tractor, 2.  Purchase a tractor of our own, 3.  Look at a skid steer.  Board discussion brought other possibilities to light as we could hire out the snow removal to the town or another entity.  Lynda Labatte was directed by the Board to speak with the Town Council about possibly renting time or hiring or contracting hourly for snow removal.  Discussion will continue on this topic.

	Supt. Taylor made the recommendation to offer Dawn Bjorge the 4th grade position at a reduced salary of $28,000.  Mrs. Parenteau agreed that Mrs. Bjorge would fit into the District well and offered great interview responses, which were not the standardized versions we had seen in the past.  The Board suggested that Supt. Taylor and Princ. Parenteau ensure that mentoring with staff and admin was available for the year.  Keith Nordlund moved to hire Dawn Bjorge as the 4th grade teacher at a salary of $28,000, seconded by Andrea Miller.  All voted in favor.

	Supt. Taylor made the recommendation based on the provided custodial needs review to hire Craig Lancaster as a part-time custodian.  The Board reminded Supt. Taylor that the process they desired from this point on will be to make a recommendation to open the position by advertising the position first.  Ryan Young moved to hire Craig Lancaster for ½ time custodian work starting July 5th, 2016 for the 2016-2017 school year, seconded by Keith Nordlund.  All voted in favor.

	At 7:30 pm AD Larsen entered the Board meeting as did Laurie Young.

	Supt. Taylor talked about how quick and efficient the paint crew had been up to this point, and that he would like additional hours to be added for this crew to paint the school bathrooms, the gym locker rooms, and the gym entry way.  After some discussion the Board wanted to ensure that Supt. Taylor was watching the cost of this crew and he assured them he was and that this summer helps budget would be lower that last years.  Lynda Labatte moved to add extra hours to the paint crew to paint the gym locker rooms and entry way and the school bathrooms when renovation was completed, seconded by Keith Nordlund.  All voted in favor.

	Strategic Governance was placed on the agenda from last Board meeting.  The Board agreed they were not ready to move forward with this agenda item so they tabled it.

	AD Larsen brought the request to pay the annual MHSA sports and insurance dues to the Board.  The District offers 12 sports at $250/sport and MHSA offers Catastrophic ($186.00/yr) and Concussion Insurance ($40.00/yr).  The total would be $3,226.00.  This would be without offered golf in Froid, but AD Larsen did state that we have gotten the dues back the last three years as Froid has not had a golfer.  Andrea moved to pay the MHSA dues as stated by AD Larsen, seconded by Ryan Young.  All voted in favor.

	The facilities repair list for the District was presented to the Board by Supt. Taylor.  Board member Miller also sent a more detailed listing for the rental units to the Board and administration.  The Board did discuss the weight room issue, or lack their of.  

	On May 31st Mr. Weldon (District’s Attorney) discussed the latest ruling on the land transfer case with Mr. Taylor, Mr. Westlund, Mrs. Labatte, and Mr. Qualley.  His recommendation was to start a new petition since the other options were not economical or as high a probability of success.  Supt. Taylor told the Board he was waiting to hear back from County Supt. Toavs on whether she would allow an early petition as the ruling allowed.  Andrea Miller moved to NOT appeal the latest ruling to the Supreme Court, seconded by Lynda Labatte.  All voted in favor.

NEW BUSINESS:

	Andrea Miller moved to give Budget Authority for the remainder of the 2015-2016 Fiscal Year to Clerk Joyce Harvey, seconded by Keith Nordlund.  During discussion it was asked when the fiscal year ended, Supt. Taylor informed the board the fiscal year ended June 30th, 2016.  All voted in favor.

	The Board Chair placed the Supt. evaluation on the agenda.  The evaluation tool will be disseminated to the Board and the Superintendent during July –August.  More information will follow on when a Special or Closed session will be scheduled to go over individual evaluations and come up with the final evaluation.

	Required policy updates #3121P, 5122F, and 8123 were read by Supt. Taylor.  Keith Nordlund moved to adopt the policy changes as read, seconded by Andrea Miller.  All voted in favor.

	Recommended policy updates #1400, 2166, 4301, 5232, 5322 and recommended new policies #4411 and 7550 were read aloud for 1st readings.  Policy #7535 was also read aloud, but was recommended not to be adopted.

	Laurie Young requested the Board approve use of a yellow bus for the GIA of Froid to offer swimming in either Medicine Lake or Culbertson.  The bus would run two days a week, one day to one town and one day to the other.  The GIA would pay the driver, Kelsey Jochim, and for the gas.  Lynda Labatte moved to allow use of a yellow bus for this purpose, seconded by Andrea Miller.  All voted in favor.

	Supt. Taylor presented information on World History books to be purchased due to varying current book supply.  Keith Nordlund moved to purchase new World History books according to the proposal from Houghton Mifflin Harcourt for $1,192.80, seconded by Andrea Miller.  All voted in favor.

	Supt. Taylor presented information on purchasing a new Literature series since the current one in use was dated 2002.  The current literature series does not offer Common Core standards and very little non-fiction writing.  Ryan Young moved to purchase the new Literature Series as proposed by Houghton Mifflin Harcourt for grades 7-12 for the cost of $8,001.53, seconded by Andrea Miller.  During discussion the Board requested that Supt. Taylor review the vocabulary books as well.  All voted in favor.
